The objectives should meet CMS guidelines and other county requirements.  Ladonna moved and Shawn seconded for David to finish the grant application and ask commissioners to approve.  Motion carried.   
David and Ladonna reported that they worked with the county clerk to set up an LEPC account so donated money can be deposited.  LEPC has  not had any funds and in past either Emergency Management funds or health department funds have paid for misc. bills including bills for the Zombie Preparedness event that LEPC sponsors.  A letter was created to present to future donors letting them know what funds would be used for.  Food for the 4 LEPC meetings per year will be used out of donations if we have funds.   

ESF 10 was sent out to members to review.  Comments on a few changes were made.  David will make corrections.  

Scot Kearns is going to be fully deployed soon.  John Paul Ellis agreed to take his place on LEPC.  The group recommended David make the request to co. commissioners.
